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Abstract

Dayah clerics in Aceh play a central role in shaping the social and political order through their strong moral legitimacy. In the 2024 Aceh regional election, their involvement highlights a shift from being moral figures to strategic political actors. This study aims to illustrate how the political communication of dayah clerics influences public political participation and shapes local political dynamics. Employing a qualitative approach, this research collected data through in-depth interviews, observations, and thematic analysis. The findings reveal that dayah clerics utilize not only traditional preaching methods but also modern communication strategies, such as social media, to broaden their political influence. Their involvement goes beyond supporting candidates, actively constructing political narratives aligned with Aceh’s religious and cultural values. The study concludes that dayah clerics play a pivotal role in integrating religion, culture, and politics while maintaining social harmony. This research contributes significantly to understanding faith-based political communication, particularly in highly religious societies like Aceh.
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Abstrak

Ulama dayah di Aceh memiliki peran sentral dalam membentuk tatanan sosial dan politik masyarakat melalui legitimasi moral yang mereka miliki. Pada Pilkada Aceh tahun Political Communication, Dayah Clerics, Aceh Election, Political Participation, Moral Legitimacy 2024, keterlibatan ulama dayah menunjukkan pergeseran peran mereka dari figur moral ke aktor politik yang strategis. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menggambarkan bagaimana komunikasi politik ulama dayah memengaruhi partisipasi politik masyarakat dan membentuk dinamika politik lokal. Dengan menggunakan pendekatan kualitatif, penelitian ini mengumpulkan data melalui wawancara mendalam, observasi, dan analisis tematik. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa ulama dayah tidak hanya menggunakan metode dakwah tradisional, tetapi juga strategi komunikasi modern seperti media sosial untuk memperluas pengaruh politik mereka. Keterlibatan mereka tidak hanya terbatas pada mendukung kandidat, tetapi juga membentuk narasi politik yang sesuai dengan nilai-nilai keagamaan masyarakat Aceh. Kesimpulan penelitian ini menunjukkan bahwa ulama dayah memainkan peran kunci dalam mengintegrasikan agama, budaya, dan politik, sekaligus menjaga harmoni sosial. Penelitian ini memberikan kontribusi penting dalam memahami komunikasi politik berbasis nilai keagamaan, khususnya dalam konteks masyarakat religius seperti Aceh.
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INTRODUCTION 
Aceh is one of the regions in Indonesia that is rich in culture and deeply rooted traditions, especially in its social and political life. The profound Islamic heritage has become an integral part of the Acehnese identity, reflected in various aspects of daily life. Amid the dynamics of local politics, this cultural richness also influences how the people engage and participate in the democratic process. One of Aceh's distinctive features is the role of the ulama dayah, who serve not only as religious leaders but also as guardians of the community's cultural and moral values (Novriansyah et al., 2024). This makes Aceh a compelling region for research, particularly in the context of the relationship between religion and politics. 
Dayah ulama in Aceh hold a highly strategic role in shaping the mindset and attitudes of the community, both in social and political life. The term ulama refers to individuals of knowledge or those with profound scholarly understanding; in Arabic, they are known as al-‘allamah (Rahimi & Syaibatul Hamdi, 2023). As respected religious figures, ulama dayah often serve as key references in various matters, including political decision-making. Their role becomes particularly prominent during political events such as regional elections (Pilkada). In such situations, the people of Aceh tend to listen to the views and advice of the ulama dayah as a guide in making their political choices (Novriansyah et al., 2024). This indicates that ulama dayah possess not only moral authority but also significant political influence. 
In the context of Aceh's politics, the political communication carried out by ulama dayah is a crucial element that cannot be overlooked. As figures closely connected to the community, ulama dayah employ a distinctive approach in conveying their political messages (Muntasir & Aminullah, 2020). This approach is not only grounded in religious principles but is also adapted to the needs and character of the Acehnese people. In this way, ulama dayah are able to effectively reach both the elite and grassroots levels of society (Muntasir et al., 2024). The impact of their political communication is evident in their ability to mobilize the masses and foster political awareness in alignment with Islamic values . 

The 2024 Aceh regional election serves as a key moment to further understand the strategic role of ulama dayah in local political dynamics. During this period, their political communication functions not only as a means of conveying political messages but also as a tool to strengthen public participation in democracy (Katimin et al., 2020). Through effective communication, ulama dayah successfully integrate political messages with Islamic values that underpin Acehnese life. This lends strong legitimacy to their political stance while creating a balance between democratic practice and local tradition. 

Overall, the political communication of ulama dayah in Aceh reflects a harmonious relationship between politics, religion, and local culture. In the context of the 2024 Aceh regional election, this role becomes increasingly relevant as it contributes to social and political stability amid the complexities of democratic dynamics (Muntasir & Aminullah, 2020). The study of ulama dayah's political communication offers valuable insights into how local traditions can positively contribute to the political process. Thus, the role of ulama dayah extends beyond religious matters, serving also as guardians of democratic values that align with the cultural and religious identity of the Acehnese people (Muntasir et al., 2024). 

Although ulama dayah have long been recognized as having significant influence in Aceh's local politics, in-depth research on their political communication strategies remains very limited. As respected figures and trusted references within the community, ulama dayah play a vital role in shaping public opinion (Rasyad et al., 2022). However, how they construct and effectively convey political messages to the Acehnese public has not been widely studied. This gap highlights the need for further exploration of the communication approaches they employ, particularly in the context of regional elections (Pilkada). 

Moreover, the dynamics and effectiveness of ulama dayah's political communication in the 2024 Aceh regional election remain questions that have yet to be fully answered (Novriansyah et al., 2024). In a political landscape marked by competing interests and intense rivalry, it is important to understand the extent to which their communication strategies influence the public. The process of balancing political messages with the Islamic values deeply upheld in Aceh has also not been clearly revealed. This presents a challenge for research to identify how ulama dayah maintain both their moral legitimacy and political relevance (Idria, 2024). 

Furthermore, the impact of ulama dayah's political communication on public participation and political decision-making remains largely under-researched (Suganda et al., 2024). Even the influence of their communication style on practical politics—such as the greater vote share received by candidate pair 02 compared to 01—has yet to be thoroughly examined. In the context of the Aceh regional election, the role of ulama dayah extends beyond merely conveying messages; they actively influence the political choices of the community (Rahma et al., 2024). However, the extent of this influence and the factors that determine its effectiveness are still not fully understood. Studies focusing on this aspect could offer new insights into the interplay between religion, culture, and politics within the framework of local democracy in Aceh. 

Previous studies have extensively discussed the role of ulama in Aceh’s social and political life, particularly as moral guardians and community guides (Rasyidin, 2021). However, studies that specifically examine the political communication strategies of ulama dayah in the context of regional elections remain very limited. In political moments such as the 2024 Aceh regional election, political communication becomes a crucial aspect in determining how the messages of ulama dayah are received and understood by the public (Yusfriadi, 2021). This gap needs to be addressed in order to gain a deeper understanding of the contribution of ulama dayah to the dynamics of local politics in Aceh.

To address this gap, this study aims to examine how ulama dayah construct, convey, and influence the public through their political communication during the 2024 Aceh regional election (Zulham & Ristati, 2021). This process involves analyzing their strategies, the media they employ, and the approaches they use to reach different segments of society. By understanding these dynamics, the study seeks to provide a more comprehensive picture of the role of ulama dayah in integrating Islamic values into the democratic process (Lira Sopi Ema et al., 2024). 
This study not only seeks to reveal the strategic role of ulama dayah in regional elections but also aims to offer new insights into the relationship between religion, culture, and politics in Aceh. By focusing on the aspect of political communication, the research is expected to address questions regarding how ulama dayah effectively foster public political participation. The findings of this study are anticipated to contribute to the development of local political studies and enrich the broader discourse on the intersection of religion and democracy in Indonesia. 
RESEARCH METHOD 
This study employs a qualitative approach to understand the phenomenon of ulama dayah's political communication in the 2024 Aceh regional election. The qualitative method allows for an in-depth exploration of how ulama dayah influence the political decisions of the Acehnese people through their communication (Syafieh et al., 2022). By focusing on the local perspective, this research aims to uncover how the political messages conveyed by ulama dayah are received and interpreted by the Acehnese community within the context of the election. 
The research subjects consist of prominent ulama dayah, community leaders, politicians who are alumni of dayah institutions, as well as Acehnese citizens directly involved in the regional election, either as voters or observers (Kholil et al., 2024). This diverse selection of participants aims to provide a more comprehensive understanding of the various perspectives on ulama dayah's political communication (Sunata et al., 2022). In-depth interviews with ulama dayah, local political figures, and election participants will yield rich data on the roles and communication strategies they employ to influence the public (Mustafa, 2024).

The data collection process is conducted through in-depth interviews and observations of political activities involving ulama dayah. The gathered data will be analyzed using thematic analysis, which will help identify the key themes emerging from the political communication of ulama dayah (Tori & Maskur, 2023). The primary focus of this analysis is to understand the political messages conveyed by ulama dayah and their impact on the level of political participation among the Acehnese community in the 2024 regional election. 
DISCUSSION
The results of the literature review indicate that ulama dayah in Aceh have demonstrated more active involvement in practical politics beginning with the 2017 regional elections for regents and mayors (Pilkada Bupati/Walikota) (Novriansyah et al., 2024). In 2024, they also ran as candidates in the election for the Governor of Aceh, who will serve the 2025–2030 term (Sari et al., 2024). This shift is evident in various political activities they engage in, ranging from supporting specific candidates to establishing new political parties initiated by dayah alumni groups (Saud & Ashfaq, 2024). The role of dayah ulama is no longer limited to being moral figures offering religious advice; rather, it has evolved into that of political actors who play strategic roles in shaping local policy directions. This signifies a significant transformation in the social role of dayah ulama, as their influence now extends beyond the religious sphere into the political arena (Novriansyah et al., 2024). 
One of the key findings is the involvement of dayah ulama in the formation of a new political party, namely the Partai Adil Sejahtera (Justice and Prosperity Party) (Zulkarnaen et al., 2023). This initiative reflects their efforts to strengthen the political position of the Muslim community in Aceh through a more organized political platform. The newly established political party aims to represent the interests of the Acehnese people based on Islamic values, with a vision of promoting good and preventing wrongdoing (amar ma'ruf nahi munkar) in the political sphere (Susanti Hasibuan, 2023).  Thus, dayah ulama are not merely supporters of particular candidates, but have also become key drivers in establishing a political platform that embodies a vision and mission aligned with Islamic principles (Lubis, 2022). 

In the context of political communication, ulama from dayah institutions employ various strategies to expand their influence (Rahma et al., 2024). They no longer rely solely on traditional forms of dakwah, such as religious lectures and sermons, but have also begun utilizing social media as a means of communication. Social media enables them to reach a broader audience, including the younger generation, which constitutes a significant portion of the electorate. This shift also reflects their ability to adapt to technological developments in order to convey political messages more effectively. This was highlighted in an interview with Dr. Tgk. Yusfriadi, MA:

“Dayah-based ulama employ various methods to expand their influence in political communication. In addition to traditional dakwah activities such as religious lectures and sermons, they are also actively utilizing social media. Through these platforms, they are able to reach a wider audience, including the younger generation, which plays a crucial role in elections”.

The political messages conveyed by ulama from dayah institutions often integrate religious values with relevant social and political issues. As noted by Dr. Muntasir A. Kadir, MA:

“The political messages delivered by ulama from dayah institutions often serve as reminders to engage in politics with courtesy and ethics, while upholding religious values. For instance, they emphasize that politics should be guided by the principle of amar ma'ruf nahi munkar (promoting good and preventing evil), and viewed as a means to improve the condition of the ummah. They caution against allowing political ambition to make one forget the hereafter—let alone letting politics become a path to hell. At its core, they stress that politics should be a path to goodness, not a route to harm or wrongdoing”.

The strategy of courteous politics is also highly relevant in the integration of religious values into political communication . Another example of the political message conveyed by Acehnese ulama is reflected in the words of Tu Sop, who urged his supporters and sympathizers to avoid actions that demean or humiliate political opponents, while continuing to respect each individual's strengths and weaknesses (Yusfriadi, 2021). This approach makes their messages more easily accepted by the Acehnese society, which is deeply rooted in religious culture. Dayah ulama utilize their moral legitimacy to construct political narratives that go beyond merely supporting the victory of a particular candidate. Instead, they focus on increasing public political participation. This reflects that their political communication is not merely transactional, but also oriented toward community empowerment (Sunata et al., 2022). 
However, the involvement of ulama from dayah institutions in practical politics also presents several challenges. One of the main concerns is how they can maintain their independence amid increasingly complex political pressures. Direct involvement in political parties or open support for specific candidates carries the risk of diminishing public trust in the ulama. Nevertheless, in the current context, public trust remains high, as reflected in the significant number of votes—1,309,375 or 46.7%—received by a candidate pair from the ulama community (Hanafie, 2006). Therefore, maintaining a balance between their roles as religious leaders and political actors is of utmost importance.
On the other hand, the transformation of the role of dayah ulama also reflects the increasingly competitive nature of local politics in Aceh (Erawadi & Setiadi, 2024). Their presence in practical politics highlights the need for figures who can bridge the gap between public interests and government policies. In this context, dayah ulama are seen as actors capable of articulating the aspirations of the people while also providing moral legitimacy to the political process. 

The use of communication strategies that combine both traditional and modern approaches has become a distinctive feature of dayah ulama in the 2024 Aceh regional elections. While they continue to rely on religious gatherings and sermons as primary channels for conveying political messages, they have also begun integrating digital technology to broaden their outreach (Erawadi & Setiadi, 2024). According to Tgk. Mujlisal, this combination demonstrates the flexibility of dayah ulama in addressing the challenges of political communication in the digital era.  
This dynamic offers new insights into the interplay between religion, culture, and politics in Aceh. The involvement of ulama from dayah institutions in practical politics not only signifies a shift in the social structure but also reflects how the Acehnese society responds to these changes (Rasyad et al., 2022). Their presence in regional elections adds a strong religious dimension to the political process, setting it apart from political dynamics in other regions of Indonesia. 

Furthermore, these findings also highlight the potential of dayah ulama to serve as significant agents of social change. According to Dr. Musbani, through their political communication, dayah ulama have been able to encourage the public to engage in the political process in more meaningful ways. This participation goes beyond simply casting votes; it also involves the community in discussions and decision-making processes that directly impact their lives. 

However, this shift in roles also requires a critical analysis of its impact on Acehnese society. The involvement of dayah ulama in practical politics can have positive effects in terms of community empowerment, but it may also lead to polarization if not managed properly (Rasyidin, 2021). Therefore, it is essential to understand how dayah ulama can maintain a balance between their roles as religious leaders and political actors. 

The findings of this study reflect a significant shift in the political dynamics of Aceh, particularly concerning the role of dayah ulama. Traditionally known as moral leaders and guardians of religious values, these ulama are now leveraging their moral legitimacy to support specific political positions (Rahma et al., 2024). This shift not only illustrates how dayah ulama are adapting to social change, but also highlights their efforts to remain relevant in the face of contemporary challenges. With strong legitimacy in the eyes of the public, dayah ulama are able to influence local political processes in ways that other political actors cannot . 

The direct involvement of dayah ulama in practical politics is evidence of the increasingly complex transformation of their role. Their traditional functions as religious educators and spiritual guides have now expanded to include active participation in political decision-making processes. This development signifies that dayah ulama are no longer merely observers of political change, but have become active drivers within it (Rasyad et al., 2022). In this context, dayah ulama serve not only as messengers but also as narrative builders who shape political discourse, influence local policies, and help direct the course of governance. 

However, their involvement in practical politics does not come without significant challenges. One of the most pressing concerns is maintaining their independence as respected religious figures amid political pressures and competing interests (Tjatur Raharso, 2023). Reliance on practical politics carries the risk of diminishing public trust in dayah ulama, especially if they are perceived as being overly aligned with a particular group—an issue highlighted in a confidential interview with a senior ulama in Aceh Barat. This situation demands that dayah ulama strike a careful balance: continuing to uphold religious values while engaging in politics without compromising their moral integrity. 
Moreover, this shift in roles also reflects the evolving social and cultural dynamics in Aceh, which are increasingly influenced by globalization and modernization. The political communication carried out by dayah ulama not only integrates religious values but also incorporates modern elements, such as the use of social media to reach a broader audience (Thahir, 2023). This demonstrates their awareness of the importance of communication strategies that are relevant to contemporary developments. As a result, they are not only seen as local figures but also as actors capable of leveraging technology to strengthen their influence. 

Nevertheless, the involvement of dayah ulama in politics also presents significant opportunities for the people of Aceh. Their respected status enables them to serve as a bridge between the community and the government. In many cases, dayah ulama are able to articulate the aspirations of the people—voices that are often unheard through formal political channels. Their presence in practical politics also brings a strong religious dimension to the political process in Aceh, setting it apart from political dynamics in other regions of Indonesia (Rasyad et al., 2022). 

However, it is important to recognize that this transformation also requires careful management. Dayah ulama must be able to maintain a balance between their roles as religious leaders and political actors in order to preserve public trust (Ernawati Ernawati et al., 2024). This is particularly crucial in Acehnese society, which is deeply rooted in strong cultural and religious ties. If not properly managed, the involvement of dayah ulama in politics could lead to polarization that threatens social harmony in Aceh (Zulkarnaen et al., 2023). 

The transformation of the role of dayah ulama also offers valuable insights into the relationship between religion and politics in a religiously devout society. This study reveals that religion is not merely a cultural factor, but also a vital element in shaping political policies and strategies (Bahri et al., 2024). In this context, dayah ulama serve as symbols of legitimacy, integrating religious values with the demands of modern politics. This role positions them strategically to drive sustainable social change. 

Overall, the involvement of dayah ulama in practical politics reflects the intricate interplay between religion, culture, and politics in Aceh. This dynamic not only offers new insights into social change but also highlights the importance of effective political communication in fostering public participation (Muntasir & Aminullah, 2020). With the moral legitimacy they possess, dayah ulama have the potential to become agents of change who can guide Acehnese society toward a more inclusive and meaningful political process. 

However, this role also carries a significant responsibility for dayah ulama. They must ensure that their involvement in politics does not diminish public trust in their position as moral leaders. Therefore, it is essential for dayah ulama to continuously uphold their integrity while adapting to ongoing social and political changes (Zain et al., 2023). This study provides a foundation for a deeper understanding of the role of dayah ulama in Aceh's political landscape and its broader impact on society. 
CONCLUSION 
This study successfully addresses its primary objective of illustrating how ulama from dayah institutions in Aceh utilized political communication during the 2024 regional elections to strengthen their influence in the realm of practical politics. The findings reveal that dayah ulama conveyed political messages not only through traditional approaches, but also by employing modern strategies such as the use of social media to broaden their reach. This demonstrates a clear transformation in their role—from being solely moral leaders to becoming active and strategic political actors.
The involvement of dayah ulama in practical politics is supported by their strong moral legitimacy within Acehnese society. Through their ability to combine religious values with the demands of modern politics, they have succeeded in crafting political narratives that are both relevant and impactful in fostering public participation. The findings of this study affirm that dayah ulama play a central role in shaping local policy directions while maintaining social harmony through their distinctive and effective approach to communication. 

The contribution of this study lies in its provision of new insights into the relationship between religion, culture, and politics in Aceh, particularly within the context of regional elections. This research not only identifies the shifting role of dayah ulama but also demonstrates how their political communication strategies can serve as a model for the engagement of religious communities in practical politics. Thus, the study makes a significant contribution to the development of political communication studies rooted in religious values, offering relevance for both local and national contexts.
